Course tutor: Roger Elkin has taught poetry courses to adults in Further Education for over forty years.  He is a published critic on mid-period Ted Hughes; and as a prize winning poet (55 1sts in International Poetry Competitions) with eleven collections in print approaches the work of fellow poets with the insights of his own writing experience. Roger has successfully delivered poetry weekends for the RWF at Wedgwood College, Barlaston and at Doncaster on Elizabeth Bartlett, U A Fanthorpe, Seamus Heaney, Ted Hughes, Sylvia Kantaris, D. H. Lawrence, Sylvia Plath, Carole Satyamurti and W. B. Yeats.
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Roger Elkin's poetry has won over 200 Prizes and Awards internationally (55 Firsts), including the Sylvia Plath Award for Poems about Women. His 11 collections include Blood Brothers, (2006); No Laughing Matter (2007); Dog’s Eye View (2009); Fixing Things (2011); Bird in the Hand (2012); Marking Time (2013); and Chance Meetings (2014). Editor of Envoi (1991-2006), he was the first recipient of the Howard Sergeant Memorial Award for Services to Poetry (1987).  A published critic on Ted Hughes, Roger tutored at Wedgwood College, Barlaston, and was shortlisted for the Strokestown International Poetry Prize (2004).  
He is available for readings, workshops and poetry competition adjudication.
