Final report to Raymond Williams Foundation, UK
We got £900 in support from The Raymond Williams Foundation, UK. We use the fund in these topics:
· Teacher's trainings

· Teaching materials for teaching 

· Stationery support for poor women

· Salaries for volunteer teachers.
We organized free classes of Nepali language, English, mathematics, dance and speaking skill for women at a local primary school, from 5pm to 8 pm, every sunday to Friday. About 200 women in ages between 20 to 68 attended the classes. 

Here are stories from some of the women in the classes:
Gynu  Bhujel, 30 years old
Even though Gynu "faced a lot of torturer" from her husband when she decided to start school she was persistent. She works for her husband in the construction business in the day and then she hurries to make food for her family so that she can go to school in the evening. Now she says "I got more information and knowledge how I think. I can speak in front of the people without any fear. I can say my views in meetings. I got more knowledge in English, Maths and Nepali" 

 Anima Parajuli, 20 years old

Anima has a physical disability and had a hard time going to an ordinary school so her mother encouraged her to go to this school instead. The family is very supportive and her sisters help her with the homework. She says: "I read few classes when I was child. I did not continue my study because of my physical and less powerful brain.  I was very poor in my school study now I am feeling very good. This class is very fit for me. Now, I am confident in speaking and writing in my classes". In the future she wants to study in the university.

Jayanti Nepal, 42 years old

Jayanti is a local women activist in Kapan, Kathmandu. She have been studying in the school for six months but it's hard cause her family teases her and she have a lot of work to do in the home. She finds time for studying in the late evenings and early in the mornings. She says "Now, I know read and write easily. I am more hopeful in my reading. I am confidence in speaking in front of people".
